In some course files, comments given by the faculty are not adequate. Faculty may
give the reason for (i) the poor performance of students (more number of failures),
(i) unsatisfactory attainment of CO etc.

Some faculty opined that “online mode” as the reason for more number of failures
and this reason cannot be accepted. Whether it is*online” or “off line” the delivery
should be effective.

For effective understanding of engineering subjects, innovative teaching practices
are essential. Some faculty have simply mentioned a few without giving

documentary evidence such as ppts, photograph of field visits etc

In the action taken report, it is noted that many faculty members have utilized
actions such as Tutorial or Extra classes. This may be aright when the number of
failuresisless. However, when there are many failures, more actions (which may

include Assignments), need to be considered.

Comments Suggestions given by External coursefile Auditor during Auditing:

Undue importance is given to teaching and learning rules of grammar. Objectives clearly state that the
courses will prepare students to write effectively and appropriately but appropriate topics and exposure
to writing are not included in the syllabus. Instead the content under writing in the syllabus is about
learning properties of language such as subject verb agreement, phrases and clauses.

In fact, language properties such as vocabulary, spelling, grammar can easily be acquired by reading with
the focus on meaning. This aspect of reading is missing in the curriculum. Extensive reading or pleasure
reading can be integrated into the curriculum instead of heavily depending on grammar. If we analyze
the role of grammar in learning the language it would sometimes spoil the language of learners. Little
grammar and more exposure to reading and writing in an anxiety free environment mush be the part of
the curriculum.

It is assumed that writing can be taught through teaching rules of grammar but grammar can help
learners only to edit the writing but it will help them acquire writing skills. Writing is a composing
process that can be developed by reading. Reading will help them acquire language subconsciously and
this will facilitate writing, which is a creation of meaning. Creation of meaning is possible only by
focusing on the meaning/content and not by focusing on grammar of the language. (The book Writing
with power by Peter Elbow will give more insights)

Students can also be given more exposure to content required for presentation. Some of the sample
presentations can be included in the curriculum instead of spending more time on teaching about
presentation.

In my opinion, a complete revamp of the syllabus is absolutely necessary. This will not only help
students acquire all aspects of language in pleasurable way but will also help them to be a better thinker
and problem solver. These types of skills the society demands from students.

Even the courses on writing such as English for Research Paper Writing. The syllabus is ABOUT designing
a research paper and learning ABOUT writing. What actually irks students is the actual
writing/composing of an idea/ generation both language and ideas. If language use is the problem, they
must be given more exposure on the specific language or specific academic language. The syllabus must
give scope for them to experience the specific type of language

The reports by faculty show that the topics were taught with care and the answers were evaluated
meticulously with due care and efforts. | really appreciate the systematic work done by teachers. If the
same energy is spent after completely revamping the syllabus it will give expected results
