Focus on Socially Rel evant Domain of WATER

The Water Institute (W) was established in 2008 as a flagship
progranme to encourage interdisciplinary research aimng at
scientific water nmanagenent, and ensuring water security,
especially in sem-arid zones. W was established keeping in view
MDGs; since 2016, the focus shifted to SDGs. The Dublin

Conf erence- 1992, Ri o Conference-1992 and Johannesburg

Conf erence-2012, and the initiatives of Gol, nanely the National
Drinki ng Water M ssion and WAR for Water pronpted by the Suprene
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Court of India notivated KITS to focus nore on water. The
rel evance of research in W gained significance with nore areas
com ng under water stress or water scarcity in India.

During the past decade, nore than one dozen projects were carried
out in the water domain at a total outlay of nore than Rs. 250 |akh
funded by DST, MEF&CC and DRDO. The projects dealt with topics

i ke river basin managenent in relation to the w se use of
wet | ands, isotope hydrol ogy, electrochem cal nethods for water
treatnment, and bio-renediation. An interdisciplinary group of 40
faculty nenbers involve in water research and nore than 100 papers
have been published in Scopus/ WS indexed journals. Mre than 20
patents and products in the water sector of which 2 are granted.
