The academic
computing resources include high-end [BM PureFlex System, Blade servers,
Rack servers and Workstations. Green computing is practiced by server
consolidation and desktop visualization using YMware products. Separate
Storage Area Network has been set up by the centre for data storage. CTC is
well-equipped with licensed software required for academic, administrative
and educational needs. The University also has a campus agreement with
Microaoft to use many of 1ts popular products.

Karunva Institute of Technology and Sciences has one of the largest
academyic computer networks in India. The entire campus and residential
buildings are connected by a state-of-the-art fiber optic network, Intermet
connectivity is available 24x7 through multiple service providers via Internet
leased lines. Campus-wide LAN and Wik network interconnects around 2630
computers and oo laptops. The centre supports teaching and learning process
through “Earunya Courses”, a Learning Management System, which has a wide
range of learner-centric tools. Content delivery, discussions, assessment and
evaluation could be done online in "Karunya Courses”.

CTC provides e-mail and collaboration services through Google Apps for
all the students, staff members and alumni. Live webcast of university evenls
and ceremonies is also done by the centre, The maintenance of the systems and
network is carried out by a dedicated technical team.
